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One of the founding members of the original (UK) SoF
Network, Stephen Mitchell is a CofE Rector in
Suffolk.

Treading Blougram's "dangerous edge of things" Stephen trips along the border between
'liberal' and 'radical'. Being still in the clergy business, Stephen must grapple with the
distinction between 'Jesus' and 'Christ'. To distinguish merely between 'name' and 'title' is no
longer sufficient. In radical circles at least, the rivalry is now seen to be a conflict between
the 'sage' figure promoted by the Jesus Seminar and the cosmic redeemer of Pauline (and
therefore tradtional) Christianity.

Stephen's book is a gentle, sometimes quirky, defence of the latter.
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
